In the aftermath of the 2011 Great Tohoku Earthquake & Tsunami, Fukushima’s agriculture and tourism suffered greatly. Months of rumors and misunderstanding being spread around the world through
mainstream and social media took a heavy toll on the people of Fukushima. The name ‘Fukushima’ would instantly bring to mind a nuclear accident, without any understanding that it is also the name of
a large prefecture of which the Daiichi incident affected only a small part. Sometimes, when visiting other areas of Japan, Fukushima residents themselves were ostracized because of fears that they were
possibly ‘contaminated’.

After seeing this go on for more than a year, 3 friends sat down together one day and wondered what they could do to help improve Fukushima Prefecture’s reputation. Eventually they decided to create
a wall calendar full of real images of Fukushima. It could be mounted on a wall all year, and each month people would see and learn something new and factual about our beautiful prefecture.

From the humble beginnings of that first calendar, our project has grown considerably over the past decade. This year, we are proud to present to you our 10th anniversary edition. While looking through
the calendar in the coming months, we hope that you will always remind yourself: “This is Fukushima!”
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Shidahama Beach, Inawashiro - During the winter months, Inawashiro’s Shidahama beach is host to thousands of water fowl. The clean water and solitude of the region is very appealing to the migrating swans and ducks

that gather in large groups along the shore. The area is also popular with bird watchers and photographers who also come out to enjoy the beautiful winter scenery.
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Kumano Shrine, Kitakata - Built in 1055, the Nagatoko is Shingu Kumano Shrine's worship hall and translates to “long floor”. It is designated as a Nationally Important Cultural Asset. Built as the main structure
during the Heian period to the Kamakura period, its thatched roof is supported by 44 massive pillars, each one 45 cm in diameter. This comprises a single large, open stage with no walls, and is said to have been used for

ascetic training by priests, as well as kagura dance festivals.
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Olympic Torch Relay, Koriyama City - The Tokyo 2020 Olympic Torch Relay, which was held across all 47 prefectures of Japan, started its journey on 25 March 2021 from the J-Village National Training Center in
Fukushima Prefecture. The Olympic flame served as a symbol of the Olympic Games and traversed the length and breadth of Japan over a period of 121 days.

Hanamomo no Sato Park, lizaka - From early April right up to the start of May, 40 varieties of blossoming peach trees present a feast for the eyes for visitors to Hanamomo no Sato Park. There are over 300 peach trees
spread across the 8,000 square meters of land. As well as being free to visit, Hanamomo no Sato Park is conveniently located just a 20 minute walk from lizaka Onsen Station.
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Peaceful Yanaizu Town - Yanaizu is a beautiful area in Fukushima where you can relax in the heart of nature, make and eat delicious local food, or enjoy wonderful hot springs. Originally part of ancient Mutsu Province,
the area formed part of the holdings of the Aizu Domain during the Edo period. After the Meiji Restoration, the area was designated as part of the Kawanuma District. Yanaizu is also home to Enzoji temple, which is the

origin of the famous red cow icon (Akabeko) known nationwide as a symbol of Fukushima.
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linomachi UFO Village - linomachi has been working on regional revitalization as a UFO village for about 30 years, and there are famous spots in the city such as stone statues of aliens, UFO-shaped street lights, and
UFO police boxes. The central facility, UFO Fureai Exchange Center, opened in 1992 and celebrates its 30th anniversary this year. It houses about 3,000 UFO-related materials donated by the late Arai Kinichi, a well-known
Japanese UFO researcher. It is a must-see place for UFO fans, which is visited by about 30,000 people annually.
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Nantaisan Peak, Iwaki - Just north of lwaki is the sacred mountain of Futatsuya. It is listed as one of the ‘100 Famous Mountains of Fukushima Prefecture’. At the summit are the two iconic rocky peaks of Nyotaisan and
Nantaisan. When viewed from a distance, the twin peaks seem as though they pierce the heavens, which is why the mountain was named Futatsuya, meaning means ‘two arrowheads’. Legends say that the mountain holds

the deity that protects the fishers in the valley below.

Nakadahama Long Beach, Aizuwakamatsu - Nakadahama Long Beach is located in Aizuwakamatsu City’s Minato Town, on the western shore of Lake Inawashiro. It has sandy beaches extending from north to south
with a pine forest in the background where you can enjoy camping and pleasure boating. The calmer waters of its sheltered natural cove make it a popular location for standup paddleboarding.
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Tsukigata Soba Fields, Konan - Soba (Japanese buckwheat noodles) has its own unique cultural history in Fukushima Prefecture's Aizu region. Buckwheat, which has been cultivated in Aizu for generations, is harvested
after it ripens, leading to the delicate combination of flavor and fragrance. Recently, cultivation has begun in earnest of a new kind of buckwheat called Aizu no Kaori ('The Flavor of Aizu'), which is chewy, sweet, and

possesses a beautiful aroma. It has been recognized as a variety of soba unique to Fukushima Prefecture.
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Adatara Numajiri Trail, Inawashiro - Mt. Adatara is one of Japan’s ‘100 Famous Mountains’ and a popular spot for viewing the colourful Autumn foliage. An active volcano, Mt. Adatara is home to several springs that
source the baths of various hot-spring villages along its base. While most hikers usually climb from Dake Onsen on the east side, the Numajiri Trailhead starts from the west side of Adatara and offers a more serene hiking

experience.

Azuma Sports Park, Fukushima City - November is an excellent time to visit Azuma Sports Park. There are 116 ginkgo trees planted along the roadside from the Azuma Athletics Stadium (Toho Minna-no-Stadium) to
the large carpark, covering a distance of around 520m. During the peak viewing time of late-October to early-November, they are illuminated at night, and many people visit the park to enjoy the wonderful view.
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Kohata no Hata Matsuri, Nihonmatsu - The annual Kohata Hata Matsuri (Kohata Flag Festival) is one of the three main festivals in Japan centered on a dramatic procession of large flags, and has been held for over 960
years. The five hues of the brightly-colored flags rising up towards the sky makes for some fantastic views. The Kohata Flag Festival, which has been designated as an Important Intangible Folk Cultural Property of Japan,

is held annually on the first Sunday of December at Mt. Kohata.
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Bentenjima Shrine, Iwaki - In a crescent shaped cove separated from the mainland on the small island known as Bentenjima Island, is the mysterious Bentenjima Shrine. The vermillion painted tori gate stands out against
the jagged stone and the powerful waves. It is believed that the shrine was land based until an earthquake that occurred in 1410 resulted in the formation of this jagged rock island.
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Azuma Olympic Stadium, Fukushima City - The Tokyo Summer Olympic events were held in several prefectures across Japan. Fukushima City played host to the 1st round Olympic softball games, as well as the Japan
vs. Dominican Republic baseball game at this stadium. Unfortunately, due to the COVID-19 pandemic, spectators were ultimately barred from attending this event.
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Kochia Plants in Aizu - Kochia, also known as summer cypress or fireweed, are an annual species of plant native to dry areas across Eurasia. Shaped like a pom-pom, the approximately 60-centimeter tall plants change
color from vibrant green in summer to a flame-like red in Autumn. In addition to being visually appealing, Kochia have also proven useful in erosion control on denuded soils.
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Aizu Painted Candle Festival, Aizuwakamatsu - This festival is a week-long event that celebrates the painted candle tradition in Aizuwakamatsu. Hundreds of candles and decorative vessels are collected from volunteer
donors, various schools, and community groups around the town in preparation for the event. Most of the candles are displayed at Tsuruga castle, but some businesses around town also put out candles during the week
of the festival to celebrate.
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Goshikinuma Nature Trail, Kitashiobara - The Goshikinuma Nature Trail promises hikers views of rusty red, bright green, and turquoise ponds and lakes. Goshikinuma
was formed in 1887 when nearby Mount Bandai erupted. Volcanic debris blocked rivers and resulted in the formation of several ponds and lakes. Various volcanic
elements and mineral deposits in the waters produce their surreal colors. The colors of the lakes and ponds can change throughout the seasons, or even day-to-day
depending on the weather.
